B. Northwest Montana Wage and Housing Cost Comparisons

This Section of the Report is new in 2018. It has come about over concerns about the widening “affordability gap” in both ownership and rental housing in NW Montana. In this Section we compare recent average home sales price trends against average wages and the trend is not promising. Wages are lagging farther and farther behind average home purchase prices. This not only prices young families out of homeownership but it also makes good, safe and decent rental housing less affordable as demand outpaces supply.

1. Housing. The October/November 2017 edition of “At Home Flathead” magazine provided residential property sales data for September 2017 which revealed some interesting monthly trends over a three year period. To place those trends within the larger context of the past three years I gained data from the NW Montana Association of Realtors. From this snapshot we find the following average sales prices and changes:

What’s immediately most noticeable is that average home sales prices increased substantially faster than wage/salary income over this same three-year period. While Flathead County averaged only a 5.3% increase in wage/salary income, home prices increased by a whopping 15.46% on average. Only Columbia Falls actually expressed a slight decline in home prices. Also note the dramatic increases in home prices over income gains in Lake, Lincoln and Sanders counties.

2. Wages. This data come from the Montana Department of Labor “Local Area Profiles” and includes annual average wages by County. Here are the results for the same years/time period as presented above for housing:

	According to 2016 U.S. American Community Survey data, the Food Services person only having $403 in income for housing 	would only have their choice of 47.6% of Flathead County’s housing stock while the Retail worker would have access to 96% 	of the same housing stock. At these income levels, it is highly unlikely that a single-individual would be able to purchase a 	home in Flathead County, but renting can also be a challenge. A recent Whitefish Area Workforce Housing Study found that 	average rents in 2016 in the Whitefish area are $1,240 per month (which often did not include utilities). This is affordable 	for a two-person household earning $50,000 per year, over 50% of all Whitefish workers have lower incomes. Our average 	single retail worker would still fall short of an average 1-bedroom apartment at $775 in Whitefish (assuming that includes 	all utilities, etc. and this person is substantially better off financially then the many other service sector clients CAPNM 		serves annually.
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C. 4 County Demographic Comparisons 

Overall between 2000 and 2016 the region saw general improvements in most social and economic indicators. Some of this undoubtedly was tied to improvements in the national, state and regional economy ‘post-recession.’ In other cases some improvements were directly tied to human service program strategies and positive outcomes. Together they meant for better times for many residents. 

Here are some other highlights in comparing trends between Counties (in no particular priority):
· Flathead and Lake counties have an age distribution pretty much equal to Montana and the nation, whereas Lincoln and Sanders are largely comprised of retirement age households
· The percent of the population with a disability in Lake, Lincoln and Sanders counties is substantially higher than State and national averages
· The continuing high percentage of residents who live outside incorporated towns and cities (78.68%) compared to the United States (19.11%) means that it is a challenge for residents to access social services and for social services agencies to serve eligible clients
· NW Montana has a substantially higher percentage of veterans (13.72%) in the population as compared to the State of Montana (11.06%) and the United States (8.01%)
· The percentage of NW Montana households that are eligible for free or reduced lunch (51.98%) is much higher than the State of Montana (46.21%)
· Though NW Montanans had a slightly higher housing cost burden than the Montana (32.17% v. 28.54%) it was actually lower than the US (32.89%)
· The percent of NW Montana families earning over $75,000 annually was expectedly lower than Montana (32.63% v. 40.26%) and the United States (45.19%). This was most evident in Lincoln (24.39%) and Sanders (22.73%) counties.
· 1,307 households in our four county service area received a total of $3,276,100 dollars of income from public assistance for an average of $2,506 per household (or 11.9% of the State total against 15.1% of the State’s population)
· An average of 14% of NW Montana residents receive SNAP (food assistance) benefits compared to Montana at 11.2%

A recent report prepared by Headwaters Economics paints a disappointing picture for job growth in Montana’s most rural counties. Using some data from the U.S. Bureau of Economic Analysis they found that between 2000 and 2016 only 5 of our 56 counties captured nearly 75 percent of all new jobs. Those counties were Gallatin (with 25%), Yellowstone (18%), Missoula (13%), Flathead (13%) and Lewis and Clark (8%). Combined they added 84,505 new workers. In that same time period more than two dozen rural counties saw no new job growth and eight saw negative job growth.

Author Mark Haggerty said that “innovation jobs including software, research and development, finance and technology require access to finance, an educated labor force and global markets – comparative advantages largely found in larger cities.” Mr. Haggerty notes the positive findings for this period were that Montana’s economy did better than the U.S. overall. “From 2000 to 2015, personal income grew by 49 percent compared to 30 percent nationally, and Montana’s per capital income grew 30 percent compared to 14 percent for the United States. The growth in Montana is begin driven by an increase in higher-quality jobs and the rapid increase of investment and retirement income.””


D. County by County Demographic and Socio-Graphic Trends

This final Section looks at changes in a select number of trends like population, housing and poverty. Here are some highlights:
· Population change between 2011 and 2016 was (Flathead at 7%, Lake at 10%, Lincoln at 7% and Sanders at %)
· Income change between 2012 and 2016 was (Flathead at 6%, Lake at 26%, Lincoln at 6% and Sanders at %) for median household and (Flathead at 7%, Lake at 34%, Lincoln at 7% and Sanders at %) for per capita
· Unemployment change between 2011 and 2016 was (Flathead decreased by 0.5%%, Lake decreased by 1.9%, Lincoln decreased by 0.5% and Sanders decreased by 1.2%)
· Vacant rental unit rates change between 2011 and 2016 was (Flathead increased by 0.2%, Lake increased by 1.2%, Lincoln increased by 0.2% and Sanders increased by 0.2%)
· Poverty change between 2012 and 2016 was (Flathead increased by 1.3%, Lake decreased by 1.8%, Lincoln increased by 2.6% and Sanders remained the same)

FLATHEAD COUNTY.
Here are some highlights (in no particular priority):
· Income grew by 6 (median) and 7 percent (per capita) between 2011 and 2016
· Unemployment fluctuated between 4.6% in 2011 down to 4.1% in 2016 but initially grew to 5.6% in 2012
· Persons in poverty grew from 12.5% in 2012 to 13.8% in 2016.
· The number of vacant housing units remained consistently high (over 20%) while vacancy rates for local folks looking for safe, decent and affordable housing remained well below national averages (up to 3.4% in 2016 from a low of 2.0% in 2011. National averages approach 4-6 percent).
· Consistent with what’s been reported elsewhere, the senior citizen in poverty population over 65 years grew by 36% (whereas the general population only grew by 14.6%).

Earlier we spoke about the growing divergence between average wages and average housing sales prices. When Section B was researched and written in late 2017 we did not have new “living wage” information for the four counties. With this update for 2018 we of course find an even deepening disparity. The projected living wage for Flathead County is $23.85 for an adult with one child while the average annual wage was actually $19.62. In Lake County that contrast was $23.51 versus $16.94, in Lincoln County it was $23.42 versus $16.66 and in Sanders County it was $23.42 versus $15.44.
SELECT STATEWIDE TRENDS on SENIORS.
I recently reviewed a presentation by the Director of the Flathead County Agency on Aging in which she presented some rather startling statistics for our aging population and its service needs. Here are a few highlights:
· In the United States; adults 65+ are 14.5% of the population now and growing as 10,000 Baby Boomers turn 65 each day. Older adults will double to 80 million between now and 2030 and will represent one in five Americans. The older we get, the more likely we are to need assistance with daily care.
· Montana is aging faster than the rest of the nation. By 2030, more than 30% of our population will be 60 or older and 25% will be 65 or older, making it the 5th “oldest” state in the U.S. In more rural counties of the state, older adults will represent as much as 70% of the population by 2030.
· 27,000 Montanans will have Alzheimer’s by 2025 (up 42% from now) – 6th leading cause of death. Older adults have sharply decreased savings over the last 40 years. There are fewer employer-based pensions. More people rely on Social Security only – true of 1 in 3 Montanans. Poverty rates are increasing among older adults.

FINAL OBSERVATIONS.

· On April 3rd the Daily Inter Lake ran a story indicating that the State of Idaho led the nation in worker earnings growth. The Federal Bureau of Economic Analysis reported that Idaho workers’ wages increased by 5.3 percent in 2017. The average Idaho worker earned $40,456 however Idaho workers still earn less than every bordering state notes the Idaho Statesman newspaper. The Statesman also notes that the “statistics measure overall earnings not earning per worker. And because Idaho added 24,800 jobs in 2017 wages paid to those workers bulked up the earnings growth.
